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Rising sea levels are one of the clearest signs that 
our planet is changing—and not for the better. 
This rise is mainly due to the melting of ice caps 
and glaciers, as well as the expansion of seawa-
ter as temperatures increase. While this may 
sound like a distant problem, it’s already hitting 

close to home for millions of people. In cities like Dhaka, the capital of Bangladesh, the consequences 
are becoming harder to ignore. Even though Dhaka isn’t on the coast,its low elevation, dense popu-
lation, and proximity to major rivers like the Padma, Meghna, and Jamuna make it incredibly vulnera-
ble to rising waters.

The science behind rising sea levels is simple, yet alarming. Warmer temperatures cause polar ice 
sheets in Greenland and Antarctica to melt, adding more water to the oceans. On top of that, warmer 
water expands, making the ocean’s volume even larger. Human activities, like burning fossil fuels and 
clearing forests, are accelerating these changes by pumping greenhouse gases into the atmosphere. 
If we stay on this path, experts warn that sea levels could rise by 1 to 2 meters by 2100. This is especially 
bad news for countries like Bangladesh, where much of the land is barely above sea level.

For Dhaka, the impact is already being felt. Flooding is becoming more frequent and severe, as rising 
seas push more water into the rivers. When these rivers overflow, entire neighborhoods can be 
submerged, damaging homes, schools, and hospitals. A 1-meter rise in sea levels could force millions 
of people to leave their homes, straining Dhaka’s already overcrowded infrastructure. Roads turn into 
rivers, drainage systems back up, and daily life comes to a stand still.

Another serious problem is saltwater intrusion. As sea levels rise, saltwater seeps into rivers and under-
ground water supplies. For people in Dhaka who depend on shallow wells, this means their drinking 
water becomes undrinkable. Salt-contaminated water isn’t just unpleasant; it also leads to dangerous 
diseases like cholera and dysentery. This is especially harmful for poorer communities, where access 
to clean water is already a daily struggle. The health system, stretched thin as it is, has to cope with 
more patients, higher costs, and fewer resources to go around. The rising waters are also eroding river-
banks and undermining buildings, roads, and drainage systems. Dhaka’s infrastructure was never 
designed to handle this level of stress. Buildings weaken, roads crumble, and repairs eat up resources 
that could be used for schools, healthcare, or jobs.

But Bangladesh is not giving up. The country is fighting back with a mix of adaptation and resilience 
strategies. Embankments and flood barriers are being built to protect low-lying areas from storm 
surges. In cities like Dhaka, infrastructure is being adapted with elevated homes, roads, and drainage 
systems designed to handle floodwaters. Along the coast, mangrove forests—natures own defense 
system—are being restored to absorb wave energy and prevent erosion. These efforts not only 
protect the land but also provide a home for wildlife and a livelihood for local communities. 

Bangladesh knows that it can’t solve this problem alone. The country is actively pushing for stronger 
international action on climate change. It needs the world to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and 
provide financial support to help vulnerable nations adapt. This kind of global cooperation is essential 
because rising sea levels don’t respect borders. The people who have contributed the least to the 
problem—like those in Bangladesh—are the ones paying the highest price. In the end, the story of 
Dhaka’s struggle against rising sea levels is about more than just one city or one country.

It’s a story of climate justice. Without immediate action, millions of people face displacement, water 
scarcity, and economic collapse. But with determination, innovation, and global solidarity, there is 
hope for a more resilient and sustainable future.
